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Cutter Aviation consoldiates in McKinney

In a bid to take advantage of the growth of Dallas' northern suburbs, Cutter Aviation, an aircraft services company, will move its maintenance facility from Dallas Executive Airport to Collin County Regional Airport in McKinney in late August.

Phoenix-based Cutter currently has 421,000 square feet of space at Collin County Regional, and the 15,000-square-foot maintenance facility will bring that total to around 436,000 square feet, according to Ryan Keough, manager of marketing & communications.

"The market in the north Dallas corridor has been growing immensely," he said. The corporate and private aviation industry is taking root in that area, he said.

Cutter expects to have 15 people working at the maintenance facility in McKinney initially, and should boost that number by 60 percent within 12 months of the move, according to Keough.

The maintenance facility will remain a factory-authorized service center in the Dallas-Fort Worth region for Piper Aircraft, Hawker Beechcraft Aircraft and Daher-Socata Aircraft, according to Keough.

In addition to maintenance services, Cutter's McKinney operation includes air charter services and aircraft sales. The company sells new aircraft made by Piper and Daher-Socata, along with used aircraft by a variety of manufacturers.
